Palliative Chaplain

· Conduct detailed spiritual assessments with hospitalized patients and families 
· Participate in daily, integrated IDT rounds with the entire palliative team on ways to best support the spiritual needs of patients and families.
· Assist in identification of specific spiritual elements contributing to patient’s total pain and emotional distress.
· Implement therapeutic interventions to aid in symptom alleviation and enhance spiritual coping.
· Attend to existential distress and anticipatory grief associated with serious illness.
· Assist in formulation of patient-specific care plans to address unique cultural and religious needs to ensure culturally sensitive, inclusive care.
· Facilitate educational opportunities for palliative learners to better understand the spiritual assessment and the Chaplin’s role as an integral IDT member in whole-person, patient-centered palliative care.
· Provide a liaison function between the inpatient palliative care team and community-wide faith community and individual patient/family faith leaders
· Assist the palliative team in meeting any specific religious or practical spiritual needs for patients or families at the end-of-life
